MISS HOOSIER HEARTLAND AND MISS HOOSIER VALLEY 
SCHOLARSHIP RULES AND REGULATIONS

Effective August 29, 2009
1. Scholarships shall be expended for tuition and related expenses, room and board, and other 

educational expenses approved by the executive directors of the MISS HOOSIER HEARTLAND AND MISS HOOSIER VALLEY 
2. Requests for scholarships are processed upon receipt of statements from colleges, universities and

schools, or for other educational expenses on the 29th of each month.  All statements and invoices must be accompanied by a cover letter from the contestant.  Requests for payment for other educational expenses (e.g., private instructors), must be pre-approved by the MISS HOOSIER HEARTLAND AND MISS HOOSIER VALLEY 
3. Contestants must use the scholarships won at the local level prior to applying for their state

scholarship.  Contestants must submit a letter from the local pageant director which verifies the

above.

4. Scholarships may be used for current educational expenses.  Contestants may submit invoices for    

payment directly from the provider of the educational service or may submit a receipted bill and 

request reimbursement.  All invoices and receipts must be originals.  Contestants may not request

payment or reimbursement for expenses which are or have been covered through any other financial aid source.

5. Scholarships may be used for future educational expenses.  Contestants must begin use of their 

scholarships within one year of the date of the award; unless you are going to be a high school senior 

immediately following the pageant.  These contestants must begin use of their scholarships within two

years of the date of the award.  If a contestant has no activity in her scholarship account during this 
period, the funds in her account will be forfeited.

a) A contestant who begins use of her scholarship within the time designated above, will then be required to show continuous activity in her scholarship endeavors up to a limit of 

two years following the date of the award.  If there occurs a one-year period in which 

there is no activity in an account, and then the balance of that account will be forfeited.  Similarly, any balance remaining in a contestant’s account for two years following the date of the award will be forfeited.

b) An exception to the time limits described above may be made if the contestant, prior to

the expiration date, make a written appeal to the MHH/MHV citing compelling reasons why the time period should be extended.  The MHH/MHV will review the request and determine whether or not an extended time period is warranted.  The decision of the MHH/MHV shall be final and binding.

6. Scholarships that have been forfeited will remain in the scholarship account for future awards.

7. In the event a contestant does not have any educational expenses and/or does not plan to continue educational opportunities, upon request, will receive a check equal to 50% of the scholarship awarded.

8. In the event a contestant receives additional gifts or awards they will be presented on the day of the competition.  If the gift is a service such as; hair, massages, nails, etc. you are expected by MHH/MHV organization to give the provider a gratuity of at least 20%.  Be sure that you use or claim your prizes as donors do not want to continue to donate if they feel the award is not being used and appreciated.
